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Introduction

Once the mighty warriors of the Israelites and great cattlemen,
the Tribe of Manasseh (later called Maasai) chose disobedience,
left the Promised Land and returned to Africa. For two and one-
half millennium the Tribe lived in virtual seclusion in the bush
country of Eastern Africa, waited for God to redeem them from
the curse and restore them to their destiny.

The story of the Maasai parallels that of China, which fell from
world leadership into 2 millennium of spiritual darkness.
America enjoyed two centuries of greatness, but has now
plunged into decay. While China was taken in heathen worship
of idols; America was birthed in Christianity as one nation under
God. These nations are now representative of the world, who
thinks they are rich, but are actually wretched, blind and naked.

In April 2010 Massai publicly revealed their ancient secret of
being the 13th Tribe of Israel. They repented from idol worship
and publically professed Jesus Christ as the Messiah.

This Book of Discipleship is written to equip the new
Maasai Warrior, who will bring forth restoration to all who will
believe. Maasai are destined to carry the presence of God to all
their Tribe, the continent of Africa and nations of the world.
Within the most primitive people on earth, arises the Hope of
Glory.

Remnant of Israel

Heritage of Maasai

The general definition of remnant is a piece remaining after the rest has been used or sold. Biblically, it is a continuous

portion of ethnic Israel that has been preserved and redeemed.

This author has the great honor of being received into their confidence by a society that has been closed to outsiders. He
has sat with their Elders and heard their history, which has been passed down to them only by word of mouth. Elders of
the Maasai have told their people for nearly 100 generations, "We crossed a great sea with a man named Moses."

Their history of crossing the Red Sea, as mighty warriors and devoted cattlemen, is consistent with tribal linkage to the

Manasseh. | had seen many ties of the culture to Laws of Moses such as drink offerings, no graven images, and not

eating pork. As leaders emerge among the Christian Maasai, they tell me of their receiving a revelation of God speaking

to them about their relationship with Israel.



Abraham was chosen by God to be the father of His people. Abraham begets Isaac, and Isaac begets Jacob. Jacob was
renamed Israel by an angel of the Lord.

The 12 Tribes of Israel consisted originally of the 12 sons of Jacob. One of the sons, Joseph who was taken into slavery
but became a great leader, married an Egyptian woman. Jacob later declared Manasseh and Ephraim (Joseph's sons) as
his sons, establishing 13 Tribes. Thus, they became the two "Black Tribes" of Israel who lived in Egypt for 400 years.

At the time of exodus from Egypt, Moses wrote of 12 Tribes, which including Ephraim and Manasseh but did not include
Levi, the Priesthood.

Note that Jacob in giving preference to Ephraim over the older son of Joseph, Manasseh, which made the descendants
Manasseh outcasts. Having charge over the cattle in the wilderness, kept the Manasseh outside the camp of their tribal
brothers.

Upon their return to Africa in about 586 BC the Manasseh became known as Maasai (Arabic for Wilderness Journey).

Having left Israel and having gone into Egypt with Jeremiah and certain treasures, the Maasai knew they had been
cursed by God. Crossing Ethiopia and traveling south into Kenya, Maasai assemble for the last time in a place they
named Nairobi.

In Nairobi, the Maasai prayed and ask their Prophet what they should do? Their instructions were to stay in bush
country in seclusion, and maintain their traditions having nothing to do with outside cultures. The Maasai were
instructed to wait for a man who would tell them of their destiny. From there, Maasai scattered in the rugged bush
country of Eastern Africa. And so the Maasai waited for 2,600 years.

Chronicle

4000 BC : Adam & Eve were the first man and woman located in a paradise called the Garden of Eden. They did not
obey God and became cursed (Gen. 2 & 3).

2000 BC: God made a covenant with Abraham based on righteous living as God's chosen people. How,ever they did not
live faithfully (Gen. 17-21).

1725 BC: Joseph was sold into slavery, but became a great leader in Egypt. He had two sons, Manasseh and Ephraim
(Gen 48).

1711 BC: Joseph's brothers, descendants of Abraham, were first welcomed to Egypt. Over the span of 10 generations
they became slaves to Pharaoh.

1446 BC: The descendants of Abraham, Children of Israel, were delivered from slavery by the hand of God and the
leadership of Moses. The Manasseh were placed in charge of all the cattle as they left Egypt.

1486 BC: The Tribes of Israel invaded Canaan land carrying the Ark of the Covenant ushering in the Glory of God.
Manasseh were also the best warriors and did much of the fighting in claiming their new land of Israel (Joshua 3).

1000 BC: The mighty Maasai warriors aligned with David to make him King over all of Israel.

740 BC: Assyrian armies invade Israel and took 10 Tribes captive. Maasai evade the conflict.




587-584 BC: Babylonian King Nebuchadnezzar conquers Jerusalem and free Jeremiah from prison. Jeremiah, before his
death, went to Africa.

Manasseh left Israel returning to Africa, taking certain treasures with them. Jeremiah pronounced a curse (famine,
pestilence and war) on the remnant that left the homeland of Israel.

Manasseh become known as Maasai, assembling in a place they called Nairobi. They agreed with their prophet to stay
separated from other cultures, endure the curse and wait for the man from God.

Church of Maasai

7th Day

Scripture tells us that God created in the world in 6 days, and on the 7th day He rested. This set a pattern for
man of a six day work week and a day of rest. It is not surprising that God planned from the beginning a 7-thousand-
year relationship with man on earth.

Careful examination of the Scriptures carefully, it can show that the Garden of Eden with the first man and woman took
place in 4000 BC (6,000 years ago). This is evident from the accounts of begets and years lived, the rulers of various time
and so forth. Modern science believes man's existence to be much older, but this is based on a scientific procedure and
assumptions called carbon dating, which is flawed.

The Book of Genesis describes mankind's first 2,000 years as an age of "freedom" where men had little relationship or
instruction of God. This Book also records that the first 2,000 years were filled with evil thoughts and deeds — taking
over most of mankind. After 1,700 years of increasing evil and disrespect toward God the world was destroyed by a
flood, save Noah and his family. Noah, who was obedient to God, lived 600 years to see a new age of relationship with
God.

According to the Biblical scholars, such as Matthew McGee, Abraham was born in 2001 BC. At the beginning of the 3rd
millennium (thousand years) of man's relationship, God considered Abraham righteous (having right standing) because
of his faith. God made an unconditional promise of blessing and redemption for the descendants of Abraham. This
included land and future promise of the Messiah's Kingdom rule on earth. This is called the Abrahamic Covenant and
Maasai are a vital part of the fulfillment of those promises.

Man struggled with himself for 2,000 years more. Often wanting to be obedient to God, but distracted by the worldly
things and burdened with guilt. Men cursed themselves by their own disobedience, and no sacrifice was great enough
to atone. The Accuser of the Brethren, Satan the fallen angel of light, tormented those who would seek after God, and
virtually all men failed.

After 4,000 years of evil and failure, God the Father, established His plan for Grace. He asked His Son to be born as a
man into the earth, to live a totally righteous life, and to die as a once-and-for-all sacrifice. Demonstrating the validity
of Jesus' sacrifice, He was raised from the dead. Jesus now sits at the Father's side making intercession for us, and is to
become the King of kings reigning on earth for one thousand years. This was accomplished to save us from sin and sets
us free to live for the Lord. However, after 2,000 years of Grace, men have not significantly evangelized the world and
few Believers walk in the fullness of God's plan for their life.




From the Garden of Eden until now, God has dealt with man for a total of 6,000 years. We are now in the 7th
millennium. Scripture (the record of Man's relationship to God) clearly tells us that in God's time-keeping, a thousand
years is as one day.

“.. do not forget this one thing, that with the Lord one day is as a thousand years, and a thousand years as one day." - 2
Peter 3:8 NKJV

Now once again, God the Father is reaching out to man. In the 7th Day, God is offering restoration of His plan for our
lives. This is an extraordinary time in the history of man. God plans to have a great harvest into His Kingdom, and has
called us to it.

The Foundation of Our Church

Church of Maasai is established on a simple foundation. We believe Christianity is based on a dedication to a love
relationship with God. Specifically, God sent His Son to make a sacrifice of His life to redeem all who would believe from
the curse of sin. We love God because He first loved us.

Our Christian walk is the pursuit of becoming Christ-like. We embrace the Moravian Creed: “In essentials unity, in
nonessentials liberty, in all things love.” Furthermore, we seek to hear God speaking living words to us in this day.

Our faith is not based on adherence to a system of religious ideas! Preferences and cultural norms are not to be
confused with God's will for His people. There are seven elements on which the Church of Maasai is established:

1. The Godhead consists of the Father, the Son, and the Holy Spirit.

There is only one God, but He has three dimension of existence. Creation and ultimate authority are established in the
mind of the Father. The Son (embodiment of God's love) relates to people while being both the Son of God and Son of
Man. The Holy Spirit empowers the high levels of spiritual existence.

In the Book of Genesis God says, "Let us make man in our image." Thus, man has a creative mind of intellect, will and
emotion (his soul). Man has been given a body as a vehicle of temporal living. Man also has a dimension of spirit that
houses his highest values and giftings.

2. Jesus was both fully God and fully man.

Jesus (Yeshua) is fully God and fully man. Jesus was referred to as both the "Son of God" and the "Son of Man". Jesus
(the man) was born of a woman (Mary) as flesh and blood. In this way he was fully a man. Yet He was and is the Son of
God from eternity past. He became man also when He was born to Mary, and as a man he lived and walked the earth,
and died, yet all the while He was also God.

3. Believers are saved by faith in God's plan of salvation, not by their works.

We are saved by our faith in Jesus Christ. Not by any works we may do. No man can earn his way into heaven. We are
not saved by keeping the 10 Commandments. Neither are we saved by being members of a church. We are not saved by
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being baptized. We are not saved by being charitable. We are not saved by giving to the poor, helping the sick, etc. All of
those things are good, and commendable, but these works will not save you. You are saved only by believing the Gospel.

"For by grace you are saved through faith; and that not of yourselves: it is the gift of God: Not of works, lest any man
should boast." Ephesians 2:8-9

4. Scripture was inspired by the Holy Spirit and is an accurate record of Man's relationship with God and
demonstrates God's high principles.

Scripture is given by God and is instruction in righteousness. The writers were inspired by the presence of the Holy Spirit
to record accurately events in the context of Biblical times to demonstrate to us the high principles of God. Believers
are to learn to view the temporal cultural norms in context of the time, while discerning the "rightness" of the eternal
high principles.

Scripture is not an element of the Godhead. Scripture is a Holy record of Man's relationship with God and demonstration
of God's high principles.

Scripture says a women's head is to be covered. In Biblical times the culture required a woman to a wear a covering
over her head, submitting to being "covered" (cared for and under protection) by the head of the house (her husband).
The higher principle is that God is to be the head of our household, and Believers should openly demonstrate such
submission to God.

Scripture repeatedly admonishes us to fear God. Jeremiah 5:22 quotes God as saying, "Should you not fear me?" The
Gospel of Luke (1:50) says, "His mercy extends to those who fear him, from generation to generation." Our respect for
God's love and mercy is not a fear-filled thing, but to fall into His judgment should be the most fearful prospect ever.

We must not just glance at the surface, but gaze deeply into the depths of the living water. Applicable Scripture, the
related example of Jesus, revelation by the Holy Spirit and intimacy with the Father all serve as a guide to right living.

Understanding the high principles of God from the record of man's relationship requires the wisdom to consider context,
revelation and maturity.

5. There is evil in the world that we are to overcome through the goodness of God's equipping of Believers.

Don't let evil conquer you, but overcome evil through the good and powerful gifts and tools that God has given to
Believers (Expanded paraphrase of Romans 12:21).

Scripture (1 Corinthians 12:7-11) teaches us:

“But the manifestation of the Spirit (gifts to be brought into mature use) is given to each one for the profit of all: for to
one is given the word of wisdom through the Spirit, to another the word of knowledge through the same Spirit, to
another faith by the same Spirit, to another gifts of healings by the same Spirit, to another the working of miracles, to
another prophecy, to another discerning of spirits, to another different kinds of tongues, to another the interpretation of
tongues. But one and the same Spirit works all these things, distributing to each one individually as He wills.”

Developing the Gifts of the Holy Spirit will grow fruit in our lives. "The Fruit of the Spirit is love, joy, peace, patience,
kindness. Goodness, faithfulness, gentleness and self-control (Galatians 5:22)." These fruits are the characteristics of
those who overcome evil with good.




There are many tools available to Believers which allow them to overcome evil, such as authority and creativity. All of
creation waits for the Sons of God to manifest Kingdom glory.

6. Every Believer has a responsibility to find their place in the Kingdom on earth bringing forth God's glory in the
7th Day.

After the ultimate experience of being redeemed from the curse by accepting Salvation through Jesus Christ, the next
most important experience is to find the place that God designed uniquely for you. As a Believer destiny is your
fulfillment, your greatest joy and your song of praise to God.

7. The Maasai are to set the standard of the new spiritual warrior.

The Maasai have been set apart until this time to come into their destiny as children of God and Spiritual Warriors in the
Kingdom on earth. Maasai shall set a new standard for Believers worldwide to follow.

Discipleship

Discipleship is learning how to be a better servant to God — more Christ-like. Very importantly, to do this we must
become wise in the high principles of God. There are two kinds of wisdom: (1) that which we gained by experience; and
(2) that which is available to us by reason of the Holy Spirit. To say it another way, we become wise through education
and through interaction with God.

Studying this book is one way to become wise. To open our minds to the presence of God and revelation is also a way to
gain wisdom. Believers are to use both methods of learning in order to take our place in the Kingdom on earth.

Most people only allow gradual change in their thinking and response to the world about them. Yet, God often wants a
radical change — change our thinking, beliefs and actions. Believers are only truly wise when their actions are in
agreement with the high principles of God.

God has intent for everyone. To follow that intent, Believers must become faithful disciples. Their greatest loss would
be to go through life and not know their place.

Without the fullness of Salvation, Believers tent to dwell on the "negativity of the past," and thus empower the enemy
to work against them. Freed from the past, Believers are to move forward with a positive view of the future. This is not
only in regard to eternal Salvation, but the joys of today.

Some Believers have Godly plans, but they are waiting for their circumstance to change. Provision lies in the Believer's
place in destiny. Destiny cannot come to the Believer; the Believer must go to it! Turn toward Christ the Hope of
GLORY!

The Father knows each Believer, and He knows His plans for him (unique place in the Kingdom). The mistakes of the
past are forgiven (healed) if we allow them to be. However, this is only possible if Believers are not tied to the past, to
bad attitudes or to offense.

What the Believer is going to be in the Kingdom on earth, he is right now becoming. So, choose to be a disciple,
improving through education, experience and by responding to the presence of God.
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
